Regularisation Certificate Application Notes

1. These notes are for general guidance only. Full particulars of a "Regularisation" request are contained in the Building Regulations 2010, and in respect of charges in the London Borough of Tower Hamlets Charging Scheme No.1 2010.

2. One copy of this notice should be completed and submitted with a plan plus an electronic copy on CD (If possible) of the unauthorised work and a plan showing any of the additional work required to be carried out to ensure that the work complies with the requirements of the building regulations, applicable at the time it was carried out. Where Part B (Fire Safety) imposes a requirement in relation to building work a further two copies of the plans should be deposited.
3. Regularisation only applies to unauthorised work carried out on or after 11th November 1985 by virtue of Regulation 12a with effect from 1st October 1994, Regulation 21 with effect from 1st January 2001 (The Building Regulations 2000) and consolidated as Regulation 18 with effect from 1st October 2010.
4. Building Regulation Charges are set under the LBTH Charging Scheme No1 2010 and are either fixed for certain works or otherwise individually determined.  Standard charges are set in respect of the following works. 
a. Table A: Standard charges for the erection of up to 19 small domestic buildings containing only dwellings  (i.e. new dwelling house(s) or flat(s) not exceeding 300m² in aggregate floor area excluding any garage or carport where the building has no more than three storeys, with no basement storeys). 

b. Table B: Standard charges for extensions to a single domestic building 

c. Table C: Standard charges for alterations to a single domestic building 

d. Table D Standard charges for alterations to a single non-domestic building 

Charges for work other than that included in the above standard charges are individually determined on certain factors including the cost of works, duration of project use of building etc.  PLEASE CONTACT BUILDING CONTROL FOR A QUOTATION
The Charges scales and methods of calculation are set out in the Building Control Fees and Charges guidance note.

5. PAYMENT - This application cannot be accepted until the correct charge has been paid. An application for a Regularisation Certificate is charged at the Building Notice rate plus 25%, payable had the works not otherwise already been carried out (VAT is not payable). There are a few exemptions from charges as indicated in the guidance notes. Payment methods accepted include BACS and Credit/Debit card. To pay by Bac’s or credit/debit card please telephone 020 7364 5009 (press option 2 for Building Control) We cannot accept cash payments.
6. In accordance with Regulation 18 the Council may require an applicant to take such reasonable steps, including laying open the unauthorised work for inspection, making tests and taking samples as the authority think appropriate to ascertain what work, if any, is required to secure compliance with the relevant regulations.
7. This Authority is under a duty to protect the public funds it administers and to this end may use the information you have provided on this form within this authority for the prevention and detection of fraud. It may also share this information with other bodies administering public funds solely for these purposes. The London Borough of Tower Hamlets also upholds the principles of the Data Protection Act. The information supplied on this form and in future by telephone, correspondence or verbally will be held on computer for the purpose of Building Control administration.

If this is not done, the Council has the power of enforcement with a view to requiring the removal of unauthorised building work or the discontinuance of unauthorised changes of use.
