	The funding has been used to provide an additional practitioner during the morning session.  This has enhanced the ratios within the room, allowing J’s key person and the other adults to spend more focussed time with J.

We have also purchased a selection of small hand held sensory resources.

The funding also provided cover for the key person to attend Supporting Children with Social Communication Needs in the Early Years training.

	· J’s key person has used intensive interaction techniques to engage with J.  

· His key person has modelled the intensive interaction strategies to other adults in the room:

· The Inclusion Coordinator has created a bag of J’s favourite resources to distract and settle him when he becomes distressed.

· We have created a safe ‘climbing’ space indoors and outdoors where practitioners support J (and other children) to explore and extend their physical skills.  This is reviewed regularly for challenge and safety.

· Having time for extra observations has enabled J’s key person and Inclusion Coordinator to identify times when J is more likely to be distressed.

· The extra observations have also given more insight into J’s understanding and the inclusion coordinator has created some visual supports for key transition times.

	C. What impact have the interventions made to the child’s developmental milestones and progress towards outcomes?

	J is within the same developmental stages for Communication and Language: Attention and Listening (16-26 mths emerging), Understanding (16-26 mths emerging), Speaking (8-20 mths emerging) and Social Communication (0-11 within) - ETHCaT Monitoring Tool attached. 
J is within the same developmental stages for Personal, Social and Emotional Development:  Self-confidence and self-awareness (0-11 mths within), Managing Feelings and Behaviour (8-20 mths within), Making Relationships (0-11 mths within).

He is making some progress:

· J readily engages most of the time when his key person and other adults use intensive interaction strategies.  On one occasion he was happy for another child to be part of this interaction.

· J is more settled at nursery and he is not distressed when he enters the nursery.

· J’s mouthing of inappropriate objects has reduced: he is beginning to seek objects himself from his special basket.

Attached is the initial report from Speech and Language Therapist: J is on the waiting list for a block of therapy.

If ‘yes’, what are the reasons for reapplication?
The inclusion funding has enabled us to offer more support for J and he is making progress.  We would like to ensure we can continue to support him to make good progress.

Also, the funding has enabled all adults to gain a better understanding of how to support J through modelling by his key person.  Everyone is now more confident when interacting with J as he becomes more responsive.
If the reapplication is successful, we can continue to employ an additional practitioner to ensure J receives additional support to follow his plan and undertake strategies suggested by the Speech and Language Therapist.
What are the expected outcomes for child for this funding period?
By the end of term the expected outcomes are:

· The times J becomes distressed during transitions and changes will be reduced.

· J will be more responsive to his key person and other adults during intensive interaction times, focussing for up to 5 minutes and giving more sustained eye contact.
· J will indicate that he wants to continue playful interactions with an adult by requesting ‘more’ through gesture.

· J will consistently choose objects from his special basket for mouthing.
· J will try breadsticks and toast at nursery, as he eats at them at home.
